 Class Leotard, clean and in good 
condition 

 
 Tan mesh tights (fishnet tights—

as used in our concert) clean and 
run-free 

 
 Hair slicked back (no fringe) in a 

bun, secured with scrunchy in 
class colour (available from 
reception at Clayton South) 

 
 Tap and/or jazz shoes clean and 

in good condition. Tan flexible 
shoe paint is available from 
Energetiks, this can be used to 
freshen up a scuffed pair of shoes 

 
 V Shorts are required for Jazz

RAD Ballet Exam News 
 

We do not have a confirmed date for RAD 
Ballet exams as yet, but we will advise you of 
the dates and times as soon as the RAD 
confirm their availability. 
 
Mock Exam dates and times will be 
published soon, but in preparation for the 
exam, please ensure you are preparing and 
practicing and have the correct uniform. 
 
The mock exams mimic true exam 
conditions (including a pianist!) and it is 
important that you come prepared with: 
 

 
 Correct class leotard, clean and in  

good condition 
 Clean ballet shoes (flexible pink 

shoe paint is available at 
Energetiks) 

 Ballet tights clean and run-free, 
without any marks 

 Ballet ribbons attached to ballet 
shoes (level 3 up) 

 Character skirt (level 1 up) 
 Character shoes (level 1 up) 
 Hair slicked back in a bun secured 

with a bun or hair net, with 
absolutely no fringe or wispy 
bits! Use clips, spray, gel or a 
wire ‘invisible’ headband to hold 
fringes back.

RAD Update: Certificate in 
Ballet Teaching Studies (CBTS) 

Have you completed Advanced Foundation, 
Advanced 1 or Grade 8*?  Do you want to 
specialize in teaching the RAD’s work, 
studying part-time for 2 years to gain 
registered teacher status? 

For entry in January 2011 you need to apply 
by August 1, 2010.  

Successful students will be awarded the 
Certificate in Ballet Teaching Studies 
(CBTS:RAD) and will be eligible for 
Registered Teacher Status (RAD:RTS) 

*RAD Intermediate will also be considered 
on submission of video evidence. Video and 
application due by 1 June 2010
